€ one-way, max. capacity 16 people. Several car rental
companies operate in Rovaniemi airport. More informa-
tion here.

At the resort everything is within walking distance, e.g.
the distance from the hotel/apartments to the slope is
50-150 meters.

TRAINING
There will be a high standard training course built to
meet top level riders’ needs.
Mr. Juha Guttorm is in charge of the course with the
local course builders and cat drivers. The opening goal
for the course is November 21st 2019 and it will stay open
for training until December 15th. The team officials are

welcome and even expected to join in at the building
phase.

There are also good slopes for the GS training (FIS ho-
mologated) and the main lift is a fast 6-people chair lift
with bubble. Hotel Pyhidtunturi has a well-equipped gym
available for physical training.

CAMP & RACE FEES FOR THE ATHLETES
The camp fee includes ski pass and training fee. Camp
fees start from 42,83€ / day / person depending on the
length of the stay when staying in hotel Pyhidtunturi, Py-
héSuites or Pyhilinna apartments. Teams who are staying
elsewhere will be charged additional 10€ training fee /
day / person.
